3) submit a C.V. 

4) submit a letter of endorsement from the associate member's adviser/sponsor which addresses (a) the applicant's orientation toward a career that incorporates behavioral genetics; (b) the applicant's financial need for the award; and (c) how residual costs of attending the conference will be covered
5) present a poster or oral paper (as first author) at the meeting and include a copy of the abstract with the application materials.

AND send a copy of the abstract, along with a C.V. and letter of endorsement from a sponsor by March 15, 2008 to the Program Chair, Dorret Boomsma at DI.Boomsma@psy.vu.nl. Applicants will be notified of their award status by April 10, 2008. An extension to the early registration deadline is available for those who wish to hear the outcome of their award application prior to registering. If you are interested in such an extension, please indicate this in your fellowship application.
